	Nature of IssueRow1: I have witnessed this year an increase of high sided vehicles unable to pass under Castle Street Railway bridge due to their height. Some have actually hit the bridge. Most vehicles then have to reverse back to Wyndham Road to turn. On one occasion I witnessed a large articulated vehicle turning around in Hamilton Road between the parked cars with great difficulty blocking Castle Street for a long time. The existing height restriction sign is opposite Milford Hall Hotel just before the bridge.
