1. GIGANT STREET leading to LOVE LANE to ST ANN STREET is a recognised 'rat run 'route
from LAVERSTOCK. This causes (1) traffic congestion (especially during peak hours), in LOVE
LANE which is a 'pinch point'. This lane is narrow and does not allow easy 2 way traffic. And (2)
In ST ANN STREET with vehicles trying to filter onto BROWN STREET which, in turn, restricts
traffic flow along both these streets

How long has it been an issue? ONGOING

What would you like done to resolve this issue? (Max 600 characters)

1. Make LOVE LANE A ONE WAY STREET with no entry from the east end at junction with TRINITY STREET. This would:
(1) discourage 'rat run' traffic from MILFORD STREET along GIGANT STREET to LOVE LANE

(2) compel traffic to use TRINITY STREET (which is a one way street) to controlled traffic light access to BROWN STREET.
(3) reduce traffic congestion at junction ST ANN STREET and BROWN STREET

(4) Improve traffic flow in BROWN STREET

(5) provide opportunities for more parking in ST ANN STREET for benefit of residents.
